The Tyler. The proper spelling of the word is ‘tiler’. It comes from the Latin ‘tegere’ (from which came "“thatch”) which meant
cover, roof; tegulae were the tiles, pieces, slabs, used for roof-coverings. A tiler, therefore, is one who makes, or fastens on, tiles.
Since in Operative Masonry the tiler was the workman who closed the building in, and hid its interior from outside view, the guard-
ian of the entrance to the Lodge was figuratively called by this name. Although situated outside the door of the Lodge, the Tyler
has important duties to perform; he has to prepare the Lodge for a meeting by ensuring all the furniture and regalia are in place;
he also has to ensure that none shall pass who are not entitled. In the early days of Freemasonry he would also trace out the
Masonic symbols on the floor with chalk so that the Master could instruct the brethren in the Craft. Additionally he had to deliver
the summonses by hand to the members of the Lodge. However, his most important duty was, being armed with a drawn sword,
to escort the Master home at the end of a meeting to protect him from ruffians!
